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Save America's Forgotten Equines (SAFE) Act

The Save America’s Forgotten Equines (SAFE) Act seeks to ban the slaughter of horses for human
consumption both within the United States and abroad, specifically targeting live exports of horses to
Canada and Mexico. This legislation is a response to the alarming findings of a national investigation
conducted by the Center for a Humane Economy, which shed light on the inhumane practices associated
with the horse slaughter industry.

Decline in Slaughter Numbers. The horse
slaughter industry has witnessed a significant
decline over the years, with the number of
American horses slaughtered annually
dropping by over 90% since 1990 and 75%
since 2010. This decline has not resulted in

Exposing Inhumane Practices. The
investigative report highlights the gross
mistreatment of horses destined for slaughter.
Animals experience neglect and suffering
throughout the process, from transport to
holding pens and slaughter plants. Injured
horses are left untreated, and unsanitary
conditions lead to the spread of contagious
diseases.
